And yet, at the end of the story, this
anointed Davidic king dies a shameful death on a
cross, a horrific Roman torture device. To square
the messianic circle, Matthew appeals to the Old
Testament, supremely the story of King David as
well as the psalms of lament. Strange as it may
sound, for Matthew, it is supremely in his humiliation
that Jesus is ‘the Messiah, the son of David.” And it is
the Old Testament that provides sanction for the
perplexing logic of the Matthean cross.
